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It is a good time to start researching what programs are available and receive counseling in preparation for October (Fall 2) classes.  Time is needed to find out what program you are interested in, receive counseling from Navy College, complete the college application, take placement exams (if required), gather previous college experience (if applicable) to include for military personnel, obtaining your Sailor/Marine American Council on Education Registry Transcript (SMART), receive counseling from the college representative, select courses, process Tuition Assistance (TA) application (for active duty personnel), and register.  Both the Navy College Office and your college counselor will guide you through these processes.  To avoid the frustration of long lines and class closure, interested personnel are highly encouraged to start their process early.

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Distance Learning! Is it for you?

What is distance learning and how can it help you?  Distance learning allows students to take high school, college, technical or vocational courses from accredited American institutions of higher learning.  One may take a single course or a complete degree program.  Most programs require no physical attendance at the school’s campus.  You can learn at a distance using delivery methods that involve different combinations of text reading, correspondence study, videos, computer conferencing, or satellite/cable/web delivered classes.

What is an External Degree? The term “external degree” indicates that a high percentage of the learning required for a degree can be completed outside of the central campus.  External degree programs vary considerably among schools.  Some schools require no time on campus, while others involve regular visits or special summer seminars.  Classes may be taught through direct forms of instruction or through assessment of prior learning.

How do you know if you “need” a distance-learning course?  “On-site” or nearby college or university courses are usually best for most students.  If desired courses or degrees are not available or can’t be taken because of work schedule conflicts, a DANTES-affiliated distance learning school might offer a good option.  Consider a distance-learning course to meet prerequisites, accelerate degree completion, complete courses not offered in the classroom, when TAD or duty prevents class attendance, for personal enrichment and satisfaction, or to prepare for a second career.

What are some personal characteristics that may influence your success?  The list is long and varied.  Some characteristics may include academic and emotional maturity, job and family responsibilities, goals, ability to work independently, persistence, and a good support system of family and/or friends.  

Where do you begin?  Start by visiting a Navy College Office.  A Navy College Counselor can assist you examining your options using the DANTES Independent Study which lists individual courses offered by regionally accredited, DANTES-approved colleges and universities throughout the United States.  Also available is the DANTES External Degree catalog, which lists entire certificate or degrees programs available at a distance from regionally accredited schools.  A third option is the DANTES Catalog of Nationally accredited Distance Learning Programs.  Many of the courses in this catalog are technical or vocational in nature. Chapter 30 – Increased Education Assistance Allowance

The Department of Veterans Affairs has announced that the annual cost of living increase in Education Assistance Allowance for trainees under the Montgomery GI Bill – Active Duty (Chapter 30 of title 38 U.S.C.) has been approved.  The new basic monthly rates are effective as of October 1, 2004.  You need take no action.  However, if for some reason your payment for the month of October does not reflect the increased rate, contact the VA at 1-888-GIBILL-1 (1-888-442-4551) or on the Internet at www.gibill.va.gov.  

The new Basic Monthly Rates (institutional) are $1004.00 for full-time students, $753.00 for three-quarter time students and $502.00 for half-time students.  A complete listing of these and other applicable rates can be obtained from the Department of Veterans Affairs or from the GI Bill web site.

What’s the Licensing and Certification Benefit?

The licensing and certification benefit allows the Department of Veterans Affairs to pay you, if you are eligible, for a test for a license or certification.  You can receive reimbursement for approved licensing or certification tests you take after March 1, 2001.  These tests must be specifically approved for the G.I. Bill.  The Veterans Administration can pay only for the cost of the test and not other fees connected with obtaining a license or certification.

In today’s business and government climate, having a license or certification can open doors for you.  A license is required for most professions, and for jobs that are subject to State or other government regulations.  Certification is voluntary, but frequently sought after.  That’s because getting a certification can help you get, keep, or advance in a job.  Specifically, the Veterans Administration is referring to the kind of certification you get by taking a specific test for a field of employment, not a certificate you receive for completion of training.  However, you can also use your VA benefits for many school courses needed to obtain a license or certification.

In jobs from mechanics, installers, and repairers to medical technicians to therapists to computer network engineers and Web site developers, and many, many others, certification plays a key role.  Certification is becoming particularly critical in the information technology industry, as employers contend with a shortage of skilled employees.  

Your total months of entitlement to VA benefits will be reduced each time you use your benefits for licensing and certification.  To determine the charge to your entitlement, divide the cost of the test by your monthly benefit rate for full-time training.  For example, if your test costs $1000, and $650 is your full-time rate, you would use 1.5 months of entitlement ($1000/$650).  You can receive up to $2000 per test but not more than the actual cost of the test.  You can receive benefits to retake a test you failed.  The number of tests you can take is unlimited, except that you cannot receive benefits to retake a test you passed.

If you prefer, you can send an e-mail inquiry to the VA Regional Processing Office near you by going to the VA web site and clicking on “Ask a Question” or call the VA at 1-888-GIBILL-1.

WHERE CAN I GET FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE?

Do you need Grant or Scholarship money?  What are the ups and downs associated with Educational Loans?  Can Work Study fit into your present lifestyle?  Financial Aid programs are generally based on need, and need often begins very early in the process.  How and where do you apply?  Where can you get assistance with your applications?

Since 1979, Financial Aid assistance, educational counseling and career advising have been available at the Educational Opportunity Center (EOC) in downtown Norfolk, and at satellite locations throughout the Hampton Roads area.  Until now, those EOC satellite locations have not included our local military installations.

In a continuing effort to assist military personnel, all of their family members and others who have legal access to military installations meet the ever-increasing cost of higher education; an EOC representative is now available to provide services at local naval installations.  EOC has office hours at the following

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Credit-By-Exam

You can earn college credit by taking a test.  Knowledge, such as a second language, travel, a hobby, volunteer work, and related training or education may have prepared you to pass a college-level examination which can lead to the granting of college credit. The DANTES Credit-by-examination program provides a variety of examinations through which you can earn college credit.  Most of these examinations are free to active duty service members.  They are administered at the Navy College Office.  DANTES publishes brochures describing all credit-by-examination programs available.  These brochures are also available at the Navy College Office.

Some things to consider when deciding to take a test for college credit:

· Will the college you plan to attend allow you to satisfy the requirement by taking an exam?  Check with your college to determine acceptance and required passing scores.

· Do you have the knowledge necessary to pass the exam?  Is it related to work you perform, prior training, courses you have taken, or special interests of yours?

Credit-by-exam generally saves you money, and accelerates your degree completion.  They also prevent you from sitting through an unchallenging course in which nothing significantly new is learned.  The Navy College Counselor can advise you on which exams to take, how to prepare for them, and practice tests available for each exam.  

The most common examination programs through which you can get college credit are:

· Excelsior College Examinations (ECE) – These are subject area examinations in arts and sciences, business, education and nursing.

· College Level Examination Program (CLEP) – These are divided into two groups.  The CLEP Generals examine English Composition, humanities, mathematics, natural sciences, social sciences and history.

· DANTES Subject Standardized Tests (DSSTs) – These are comparable to college course final examinations.

· Other more specific areas of examination for college credit are also available.  These are subject specific, such as automotive or computer science.  

There are several other sources from which you may be able to earn college credit, or an exemption from a credit requirement.  Some of the most common include portfolio assessment of prior learning, permission to take a higher-level course, or a certification in a profession.  These sources are fairly unusual and should be discussed with your Navy College Advisor at 492-6183 to schedule an appointment.
